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With the intense interest expressed by the
Navy COOL participants, CHS trainers have
gone global in their efforts to bring CHS
certifications to the sailors who need them.
A case in point was the 2008 CHS train-
ing program at U.S. Naval Station Rota, in
Spain, where more than 3,000 troops are sta-
tioned.

Trainers Andrew Jurchenko and Herman
Statum led sessions that guided sailors through
the advanced CHS levels. The training was en-
thusiastically received.

“It helped me to understand how agencies
can better work together during an incident,”
wrote one sailor about the training. “T will use
the terrorism information to inform my co-
workers and clients about the severity and ac-
tions of terrorists.”

“It presented the information and the intel-
ligence in a manner that everyone can build
knowledge through,” wrote another Navy par-
ticipant.

“The instructor was very professional, and
there was a wide range of experience and sub-

ject knowledge,” wrote one student. “This is an
awesome course and certification to have. I am
very interested in employment with Homeland
Security after I retire from the Navy in approxi-
mately 24 months.”

“The instructor and course material were
great,” wrote another student. “It is well worth
the time and effort required of the sailors at-
tending. We'll continue to stress the importance
of this course to the rest of the AOR (Area of
Responsibility).”
